Seclusion is referring to various practices designed to protect women from men in
traditional Muslim societies. including confining women to the company of other women or in
separate female living quarters. veiling, self-effacing mannerisms, and the separation of men
and women in public places. These practices reflect both social and religious customs.
Seclusion practices were well established in pre-Islamic societies of the Mediterranean,
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Mesopotamia, and Persia and are reinforced in Islamic scripture and law. Female seclusion
declined precipitously in the early twentieth century due to education and increased economic
opportunities for women, particularly in urban areas. In traditional and rural societies. such as
some of the Gull states, value is still placed on the rigid separation of women from unrelated
men. Since the early 1980s sermons and fatwas of conservative preachers and theologians have
encouraged female modesty. veiling. and seclusion practices: the positive response of many
young women is oflen a reflection of a desire to assert an Islamic identity distinct from

Pan-Islamism ideology is calling for sociopolitical solidarity among all Muslims. It has
existed as a religious concept since the early days of Islam. It emerged as a modern political
ideology in the 1860s and 1870s at the height of European colonialism, when Turkish
intellectuals began discussing and writing about it as a way to save the Ottoman Empire from
fragmentation.
